
ALEXANDER VALLEY COTTAGE 
 
DIRECTIONS FROM SAN FRANCISCO: 
 
1)  Drive North on Hwy 101, crossing the Golden Gate Bridge and 
proceeding through the city of Santa Rosa. 
 
2)  At the northern end of Santa Rosa, exit Hwy 101 on SHILOH 
ROAD. 
 
3)  Turn right (eastward) at the end of the off ramp onto 
SHILOH ROAD and proceed through two sets of traffic lights until you 
reach the intersection with FAUGHT ROAD.  You will see a gated 
community directly ahead of you. 
 
4)  Turn left (northward) on FAUGHT ROAD. After about 1+ miles, 
FAUGHT ROAD makes a sharp left turn. Watch out for CHALK HILL 
ROAD on your right. 
 
5)  Turn right (northward) on CHALK HILL ROAD.  Proceed about 
6.5 miles and you will notice the mail box numbers becoming 14000's.  
Watch carefully for THOMAS ROAD which is just before the large Verite 
Winery sign on your right.  If you reach the one lane bridge, you have 
gone too far.  Turn around. 
 
6)  Turn right (eastward) on THOMAS ROAD off CHALK HILL 
ROAD.  The Trois Voyelles vineyard  is the third driveway on the right 
(4660 THOMAS ROAD).  Alexander Valley Cottage is just before you 
reach the main house on your left.

1. Exit Dry Creek Road and turn left.  

2. Turn left at Healdsburg Ave.  

3. Turn right at Alexander Valley Road.  

4. Take Alexander Valley Road past Jimtown Store, Hanna and Field 
Stone Wineries.  

5. Chalk Hill Road is just past Field Stone. Turn right onto Chalk Hill 
Road. Continue on Chalk Hill Road, crossing the one-lane bridge 
past Lancaster Estate.  Continue approximately ½ mile until you 
see the Verite winery sign at the corner of Thomas Road. 

6. Turn left at Thomas Road, Alexander Valley Cottage is located at 
the Trois Voyelles vineyard on 4660 Thomas Road and is the 
third driveway on your right hand side.  Alexander Cottage is 
straight ahead of you when you go down the drive.
